VINTAGE CONDITIONS
For the second winter in a row, Eden Valley experienced below-
average rainfall. Conditions remained dry through spring and 
summer, meaning growers relied on stored irrigation water. A 
relatively warm finish to winter continued into the spring growing 
season, with budburst and flowering ahead of the long-term 
average. Summer rainfall was just 22% of the long-term average. 
Vines flourished in the warm weather, with harvest starting in 
February. The region’s elevation ensured a significant diurnal 
temperature difference, allowing the grapes to develop the 
vibrant aromatics, freshness and crisp acidity for which Eden 
Valley is famous. The prevailing dry conditions meant smaller 
yields, however, the region was truly blessed from a quality 
standpoint.

COLOUR
Bright, white gold with lime green hues.

NOSE
An exotic bouquet leaps from the glass with a distinctive 
aromatic lift. Varietal markers are all present. A captivating 
balance of citrus blossom and spring bulbs, intertwined with 
hints of pink grapefruit and delicate perfumed bath salts. True to 
its Eden Valley heritage, this wine exudes a clean, fresh essence, 
firmly anchored in its regional expression.

PALATE
A celebration of finesse and vitality. Gentle, crisp acidity 
supports the flavours that mirror the nose. Citrus blossom and 
pink grapefruit flow seamlessly, joined by the refreshing crunch 
of Granny Smith apple and the tang of lime zest. The texture is 
invitingly soft and talcy, delivering a harmonious balance that 
lingers. This vintage exemplifies the elegance and purity for 
which Eden Valley Riesling is celebrated. Perfect for immediate 
enjoyment yet poised to develop further complexity with careful 
cellaring.

Created in the 1990s as part of the evolving Penfolds white wine development program, Bin 51 captures many 
attributes of the Eden Valley locale. The region’s high altitude and cool climate induces Riesling with great finesse 
and elegance and a capacity for long-term cellaring. South Australia has gained worldwide recognition for 
producing definitive world-class Riesling and Eden Valley always features. In their youth, the wines feature scented 
floral and citrus aromas, with a mineral edge and marked natural acidity, contributing significantly to the palate 
texture and flavour.
