Nestled in the hills of Victoria’s Mornington Peninsula, T'Gallant
pioneered Pinot Gris and Grigio wines in Australia in the 1990s —a
brave move that defied all advice at a time when classic varietals
dominated. Nonetheless people fell in love with them and the
new styles flourished.
